Registration and
squadding commence at 0800.  Funds raised by these events helps the Friends in its mission to support the
troops and their families who train at Camp Perry and maintain Camp Perry as a historical landmark.

The Friends of Camp Perry Memorial Brick program is
continuing to sell inscribed bricks for the Shooters Memorial
Plaza at the intersection of Niagara and Lawrence roads in
front of the flagpoles.  Since the size of the plaza has been
substantially increased, the plaza will be comprised of some
14,000+ bricks with up to 52 characters per brick.  Brick order
forms can be downloaded from the Friends of Camp Perry
website.  Buy a brick for that special shooter, a loved one, or
yourself and become a permanent part of Camp Perry history!
We are hoping that all the state associations and clubs will
purchase bricks to support this project.
